We all learn differently. Some learn best by sgéire material (visual learners)
and some learn best by hearing the informationi{f@aydearners). Some learn best by
doing (kinesthetic learners) and some learn bestigh use of technology. It is important
to discuss with your student their own learningltarcies. When they can be reflective on
how they best learn new material, then they cansadiow they study accordingly.

Visual learners will learn best from films, pictareeading, and demonstrations. |If
your student is a visual learner, encourage thetaki® notes, use flash cards, charts, and
diagrams, form pictures in their minds, and usercl their notes.

Auditory learners will learn best from lecturessalissions, films, and music. If
your student is an auditory learner encourage tioeread aloud, have discussions, listen
to tapes, review information out loud, and use mgmacks involving rhythm and rhyme.

If your student is a kinesthetic learner they valirn best from doing hands on
activities. Have them move around while they sfue objects whenever possible, and
role-play ideas and concepts.

If your student is a technological learner, encgardhem to use computers, the
Internet, and high tech equipment to keep themrested, motivated, and focused.

As a general rule, the more senses your studeolvies in their learning and the
wider variety of methods used while studying, th@renthey will remember. William

By helping your student identify their own learnipigeferences and then assisting
them in applying this information into study tealunes that will benefit them in the long
run, we can help them become more effective leamew.
